Happy New Years from Father Ed
January 1

Auld Lang Syne

The song we most commonly sing on New Year’s
Eve is “Auld Lang Syne,” an old Scottish song
published by the poet Robert Burns in 1796. Burns
transcribed it and made some refinements to the lyrics after hearing it sung
by an old man from the Ayrshire area of Scotland, Burns’ homeland.

“Auld Lang Syne” is one of the most popular songs that nobody knows
the lyrics to. “Auld Lang Syne” literally translates as “old long since,”
meaning “times gone by.” The song asks whether old friends and times will
be forgotten and thus promises to remember people of the past with
fondness, “For auld lang syne, we'll tak a cup o' kindness yet.”

The song laments how friends who once used to “run about the braes,/
And pou'd the gowans fine” (run about the hills and pulled up the daisies)
and “paidl'd in the burn/Frae morning sun till dine” (paddled in the stream
from morning to dusk) have become divided by time and distance—*seas
between us braid hae roar’d” (broad seas have roared between us). Yet
tHer€ is always time for old friends to get together—if not in person then in
memory—and “tak a right guid-willie waught” (a good-will drink).

Band leader Guy Lombardo first heard “Auld Lang Syne” in his
hometown of London, Ontario, where it was sung by Scottish immigrants.
Lombardo played the song at midnight at a New Year's Eve party at the
Roosevelt Hotel in New York City in 1929, and a tradition was born. After
that, Lombardo's version of the song was played every New Year’s Eve
from the 1930s until 1976 at the Waldorf Astoria. The song became such a
New Year’s tradition that Life magazine wrote that if Lombardo failed to
play “Auld Lang Syne,” the American public would not believe that the
new year had really arrived.

As we ponder our New Year’s resolutions, perhaps, as the song
suggests, we might center our resolutions on our relationships with family
and friends. In a world of social media and ear buds in everyone’s ears, we
simply do not encounter the people in our lives as intimately as in the past.
This loss of developing personal relationships that involve real human
contact tends makes our relationship with the Lord less personal. How
about less computer screens, less texting and tweeting, and more gathering
together with those we love this year!

January 8 — Jesus, One Man Two Faiths—A Dialogue
between Christians and Muslims, presented by Ron
Messier, professor Emeritus in History at Middle Tennessee
State University (MTSU) where he taught Islamic history and
historical archaeology from 1972 to 2004.

Dr. Messier will discuss his recently published book,
Jesus, One Man Two Faith#\ Dialogue between Christians
and Muslims He will examine a wide range of views within
each faith that can be supported by what each faith considers
to be its revealed scriptures and traditions. He will explore
issues such as Jesus’ birth, his life as perfect servant and as
suffering servant, his miracles, the events of Good Friday and
Easter, the Ascension to heaven, and his coming again at the
end of time. In his research, Dr. Messier has discovered many
similarities between the two faiths, some of which are not
surprising, but others that do surprise both Christians and
Muslims. He also points out differences that are more often
complementary than contradictory. He invites believers in
each faith to reflect on their own images of Jesus and,
perhaps, expand those images in light of what the other has to
offer.
